Exercise 1: The "National Budget" Simulation
Objective: To understand the "Maximum Available Resources" and "Minimum Core" trade-offs.

· The Setup: Divide students into small groups representing a "Ministry of Finance" in a developing nation.

· The Task: Provide them with a fictional budget of 100 "Resource Units." Give them a list of competing needs that cost a total of 150 units:
1. Primary Healthcare/Vaccinations: 20 units
2. Military Modernization: 30 units
3. Primary Education (Free for all): 20 units
4. University Subsidies: 15 units
5. New Highway for Export Trade: 40 units
6. Social Security for the Elderly: 25 units

· The Challenge: They must cut 50 units.

· The Debate: After cutting, have groups present their budget. Ask: "Did you cut from the 'Minimum Core' (Articles 11, 12, 13)? How will you justify this to the UN Committee?"
