1. The "Derogation Debate" (Roleplay)

This activity helps students understand Article 4 and the tension between national security and human rights.

The Scenario: A hypothetical nation is facing a severe public health crisis or a civil uprising. The government proposes a "State of Emergency" that suspends the right to peaceful assembly, freedom of movement, and the right to a fair trial.

The Task: Divide the class into three groups:
· Government Representatives: Argue why these measures are "strictly required by the exigencies of the situation."

· Human Rights Advocates: Argue which rights are non-derogable and why the proposed measures are disproportionate.

· The Human Rights Committee: Act as the judges who decide if the state’s derogation notice is legally valid under the ICCPR.
