Exercise 3: The "Indivisibility" Map

Objective: To visualize how Economic/Social rights connect to Civil/Political rights.

· The Setup: Give each group a large piece of paper with a Civil Right in the center (e.g., The Right to Vote or The Right to a Fair Trial).

· The Task: Students must draw "branches" connecting that right to at least three ICESCR Rights.


· Example Logic: * To exercise the Right to Vote (ICCPR)...
· ...you need the Right to Education (to read the ballot).
· ...you need the Right to Food/Health (to be physically able to reach the polls).
· ...you need the Right to Work (to have the time/freedom from coerced voting by an employer).
