"Rights in Conflict" (Formal Debate)

Objective: Understand that rights are not absolute (Article 29).
· The Task: Present a scenario where two rights seem to clash.
· Example: The right to privacy (Article 12) vs. the right to safety/security (Article 3) in the context of school security cameras.
· The Activity: Divide the class into two sides to argue which right should take priority in that specific context and what "duties to the community" are involved.
· The Connection: This develops critical thinking about the complexities of applying the UDHR in modern governance.
